The Grapevine








The daunting thought of committing to four years of a program your church offers in Christian education can really throw a red flag in your face perhaps. By why wouldn’t EFM be such a program, since it is provided and administered by the School of Theology of the University of the South at Sewanee, Tennessee? The four years of study of the Old Testament, the New Testament, Church History, and Theological Choices are but a beginning to understanding one’s faith. What we do within that life of faith gives it the true meaning.


I was challenged by the well-known and highly acclaimed author Karen Armstrong in her book, The Great Transformation, in which she writes about the changes taking place in the period of 800 – 500 BC in the four regions of the then existing world that gave birth the world’s great religions. She takes the reader back to the religious foundations of China, India, Israel, and Greece. Unbeknown to each other, people in those places were beginning to realize that life was more pleasant when one’s behavior was taken into consideration. The rule known to us as The Golden Rule was beginning to take shape throughout the world.


Karen Armstrong gave me the opportunity to explore the religious foundations of these four regions and relate them to what I was studying in the curricula of EFM. I soon realized what I did not believe and why my preferred choice of the religious beliefs established in Israel was what I did believe. When we learn what it is we do not believe, one’s chosen faith becomes alive. Thanks be to God for EFM that gave me that experience. I urge you to think about joining the 30,000 adults in the world who say that EFM is the best thing going for any church’s Christian education agenda.
